CHE 112 RESEARCH PAPER GUIDELINES, revised
· Topic must be within the realm of chemistry. If you can find research papers on the topic in the Journal of the American Chemical Society, Journal of Physical Chemistry, or any other American Chemical Society (ACS) journal, it qualifies as chemistry.
· Paper must be at least ten (10) pages, double-spaced, including references.
· Use 12 point Times New Roman font, in black ink on white paper. 

· Number the pages. Your name must be on the first page, and all pages must be stapled together before handing it in. Don’t use a cover page. If you do use a cover page, it does not count toward the ten(10) page total.
· Report MUST be computer written. Be sure to save several copies of your report on disk, in case of accidents. No email or electronic submission will be accepted.
· Each page must have 1 inch margins all around.

· After punctuation, put only a single space. In the old days of typewriters, one would automatically put TWO spaces after punctuation marks.

· Write the paper in Standard Written English. This means no slang and no contractions.

· Cite all references using the format of the Journal of the American Chemical Society (J. Amer. Chem. Soc.). This journal is frequently referred to as “Jacks”. You can find examples of the journal by looking at the electronic journals in Holy Spirit Library (and online).

· Each paper can have a maximum of two (2) internet sources. The paper requires a minimum of five (5) journal article references. This means that you must actually use the articles in preparation of the manuscript.

· The deadline for the first draft is Tuesday, March 14, 2006. The final version will be accepted no later than the beginning of class on Thursday, April 20, 2006.
